NFIRS Report Design:  NFIRS Vendors



REPORT DESCRIPTION:  

The Vendor Report generates a list of Vendors, contact information, and their Vendor IDs.

The following fields appear on the report page:

1. Vendor ID

2. Vendor Name

3. City

4. State

5. Phone Number

6. Vendor Status

RUNTIME PARAMETERS:

The NFIRS 5.0 web-based Summary Output Reports Tool enables the user to enter a number of runtime parameters.  Primarily, parameters are used to filter a report’s content in terms of Incidents or Fire Departments.  Parameters are also used to sort a report’s output.   A parameter page showing all user runtime report parameter selections is created as the first page of the report.

The NFIRS Vendors report offers the following runtime parameters:

1. State:  This State control contains a drop down list that permits the user to run the report to list vendors in either ALL states or just their own.

2. Sort:  The Sort control contains a drop down list that provides the choices for sorting the output of the report by Vendor Name, State (the Vendor's company is registered in), or Vendor ID.
SQL:

SQL in an Actuate report may lie at both the Report and at the Field Level.  Report level SQL Level retrieves a full dataset for the report.   Field level SQL is generally used to sum or count values from the overall data retrieved at the Report Level.

Report SQL:  The report reads the VENDOR table retrieving all records for a user supplied State and Status.  Field mappings for the report are as follows:

2. Vendor Id:  VENDOR.VENDID

3. Vendor Name:  VENDOR.VENDNAME

4. Vendor Phone Number: VENDPHONE
5. City:  VENDOR.VENDCITY

6. State:  VENDOR.VENDST
